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Prime Minister launches X1-lakh cr
Agriculture Infrastructure Fund

Releases 17,000 cr to 8.5 crore farmers
as sixth instalment of PM-Kisan scheme

New Delhi, August 9

Prime Minister Narendra Modi
on Sunday formally launched
the recently-announced <1
lakh crore Agriculture Infra-
structure Fund by handing
over 1,000 crore to 2,200
farmer societies through a re-
motely organised function,
which was attended by farm-
ers from all over the country.

At the event, the Prime Min-
ister also released 17,000
crore to 8.5 crore farmers as
the sixth instalment of the PM-
Kisan scheme, taking the total
amount disbursed under it to
90,000 crore since its launch
in February last year.

The Agriculture Infrastruc-
ture Fund, cleared by the
Union Cabinet last month, is
meant to provide support to
farmers, Primary Agriculture

Credit Societies (PACS), farmer
producer organisations (FPOs)
and agri-entrepreneurs to
build community farming as-
sets and post-harvest infra-
structure. These assets are ex-
pected to enable farmers to get
greater value for their produce
as they will be able to store and
sell at higher prices, reduce
wastage, and increase pro-
cessing and value addition.

Post-harvest management

Modi also interacted remotely
with representatives of three
PACS from Karnataka, Gujarat,
and Madhya Pradesh who are
among theinitial beneficiaries
of the scheme. The societies ex-
plained their plans to build
godowns, set up grading and
sorting units which will help
member farmers secure a
higher price for their produce.

The Prime Minister reiter-
ated that India has a huge op-
portunity to invest in post-har-
vest management solutions
like warehousing, cold chain,
and food processing, and
build a global presence in
areas such as organic and forti-

fied foods. He also said that
this scheme provides a good
opportunity for start-upsinag-
riculture to avail the benefits
and scale their operations,
thereby creating an ecosystem
that reaches farmers in every
corner of the country.

16 more bodies of landslide victims recovered

Thiruvananthapuram, August 9
Rescuers recovered 16 more
bodies on Sunday from the
debris of the massive land-
slide that struck remote Pet-
timudi in the Rajamalai Hills
in Idukki district when swift
currents forced loose earth
and huge boulders down
slope, burying tenements oc-
cupied by plantation labour-
ers, numbering 78 at the time
of the disaster.

The total number of bodies
recovered is 42. The Idukki
district administration said
that rescue and relief efforts
resumed in full gear on the
third day but were hampered
in the afternoon when it star-
ted pouring again.

Makeshift arrangements
were in place for post-
mortem and burial of the
bodies.

Rescue workers search for missing

On Sunday, Idukki was
among the six districts
where a red alert was in force
after another low-pressure
area formed in the Bay of
Bengal North Odisha-West
Bengal. That it moved away
from its previous position off
Andhra Pradesh-Odisha
coasts is a good augury since
rains may head elsewhere
over East and North-West
India.

Red alerts were valid in

seven other districts with
only Thiruvananthapuram
under yellow alert. On
Monday, orange alert will
stay in six districts and on
Tuesday in three, from when
the rains may reduce, the
Kerala State Disaster Manage-
ment Authority said, quoting
the India Meteorological De-
partment (IMD).

Fresh low-pressure area
Rivers Manimala, Meenachil,
Pampa and Achenkoil are
flowing above the danger
mark (red alert) while Kara-
mana, Thodpuzha and Karu-
vannoor were on the brink
(yellow alert). The flood wa-
ters had inundated a number
of low-lying areas mainly in
Central Kerala as well as vul-
nerable areas in the North
and South.

‘Have no plans to skip Calicut airport’

Air India Express
says there was no
flight cancellation
despite mishap

Kochi, August9
AirIndia Express has no plans to
exclude the Calicut Interna-
tional Airport from its operat-
ing schedule despite last Fri-
day’s mishap, which saw one of
its aircraft overshooting the
runwayand falling into a gorge,
killing 18 people on board in-
cluding the pilot and co-pilot.
“It is our promise to the de-
parted captain that we main-
tain 100 per cent of our sched-
ule and uphold our integrity
despite the horrific accident.
There was no cancellation or
delay in the Air India Express
network on Saturday and
Sunday when it operated a

flight to Abu Dhabi from Cali-
cut,” an official said.

The response was in the con-
text of reports that the airline
was mulling the possibility of
diverting wide-bodied jets from
Calicut to other airports follow-
ing Friday’s mishap.

A ceremonial farewell was
given to Commander Capt
Deepak Vasant Sathe by pilots
and crew members of Air India
Express when his mortal re-
mains arrived at the Cochin In-
ternational Airport Sunday af-
ternoon. The mortal remains of
the First officer, Capt Akhilesh
Kumar, were taken to his home
town Mathura.

Meanwhile, the Aircraft Acci-
dent Investigation Bureau
(AAIB) has started an investiga-
tion into the accident with the
help of flight safety officials.
The team took statements from
the cabin crew who suffered
minor injuries. They inspected

the site along with officials
from the Airports Authority of
India and Air Traffic Control.
They also recovered two black
boxes.

Industry stakeholders have
called for a fullscale safety
audit of the airport. The de-
mand assumes significance fol-
lowing the DGCA’s show-cause
notice to the Airport Director
lastyear after it found critical is-
sues with the 2,860-metre run-
way, including water stagna-
tion and excessive rubber
deposits.

There are reports that local
communities in the vicinity of
the airport are against land ac-
quisition for the runway and
the table-top RESA (Runway
End Safety Area). The land ac-
quisition office, which has been
in operation for more than a
decade, could not acquire an
inch of land following public
protest.

The Agriculture Infrastruc-
ture Fund is a medium to long
term debt financing facility for
investment in viable projects
for post-harvest management
infrastructure and  com-
munity  farming  assets
through interest subvention
and credit guarantee. The dur-
ation of the scheme shall be
from FY2020 to FY2029 (10
years). Under the scheme, X1
lakh crore will be provided by
banks and financial institu-
tions as loans with interest
subvention of 3 per cent per
annum and credit guarantee
coverage for loans up to X2
crore.

The beneficiaries will in-
clude farmers, PACS, Market-
ing Cooperative Societies,
FPOs, self-help groups, Joint Li-
ability Groups, Multipurpose
Cooperative Societies, agri-en-
trepreneurs, start-ups, and
Central/State agency or Local
Body sponsored Public-Private
Partnership Projects.

Procurement through GeM could
save Railways 10,000 cra year

Besides helping
save on Manpower,
the move will boost
transparency,

Commerce Minister Piyush
Goyal has said that the govern-
ment e-Market (GeM) platform
is working with the Indian Rail-
ways to enable it to make its an-
nual procurement from sellers
registered on the online site.
This move could potentially
lead to a yearly saving of
10,000 crore for the public sec-
tor enterprise, he said.

The Railways spends about
70,000 crore per annum on
procurements and the integra-
tion of the system with the GeM
will lead to saving of at least 10-
15 per cent, which is almost
10,000 crore, the Minister said
at the fourth edition of the Na-
tional Public Procurement Con-

clave, organised by GeM and in-
dustry body CII on Sunday.

The Minister said that be-
sides saving money, the integra-
tion will save manpower and
also bring in more efficiency
and transparencyin the system,
according to an official release.

GeM, a game changer

GeM, which is an online pro-
curement platform for Central
and State bodies, has become a
game changer for the procure-
ment mechanism of the gov-
ernment and more buyers and

sellers must join the system, he
said.

Goyal said that he was confid-
ent that GeM will unlock value
and save money for the nation’s
development, as it helps in put-
ting in place transparent, seam-
less, easy, efficient and faster
procurement.

“All the information is avail-
able at one place, and any out-
lier trying to manipulate the
system can be easily identified,”
he said.

The government’s decision
to ask buyers to pay interest for
delayed payments in GeM wasa
significant step, the Minister
said.

At the same time, he also cau-
tioned unscrupulous sellers
from pushing poor-quality
goods or charging exorbitant
prices, as they would not only
be blacklisted from the GeM
portal but from the entire gov-
ernment ecosystem.

The CII's offer to partner with
GeM and expand its reach to the
nook and corner of the country
was welcome, he added.

Mukesh Ambanl moves up to fourth rank in global rich list

A rise in share prices and re-
cent fund-raising from global
investors enabled billionaire
Mukesh Ambani to move one
notch up to emerge as the
fourth richest man in the
world.

Now, with a networth of $90
billion, Asia’s richest person
unseated French multi-na-
tional luxury goods conglom-
erate, Louis Vuitton SE group
head, Bernard Arnault, to
reach the slot. Arnault,
Europe’s wealthiest man, now
ranks fifth with a networth of
$86 billion, according to data
collated by Hurun Research.

Amazon founder Jeff Bezos,
with anetworth of $190 billion,
tops the chart, followed by Mi-
crosoft co-founder Bill Gates

($u5 billion) and Facebook
founder Mark Zuckerberg
($100 billion)in third position.

“The recent rise in Reliance
Industries Ltd’s (RIL) share
price seems to have coalesced
with its intention to acquire
Future Retail. This further evid-
encesRIL's strategy of building
a wider retail network, forti-
fied by Jio platforms,” Hurun
India Managing Director and

Chief Researcher, Anas Rah-
man Junaid, told BusinessLine.

According to media reports,
RIL was in advanced stages of
discussions to acquire the Kis-
hore Biyani-promoted Future
Group’s retail and lifestyle
businesses in an all-cash deal
worth X24,000-27,000 crore.
Further, the recent fund-rais-
ing also led to an increase in
Ambani'’s networth.

As of July 15, Jio Platforms, a
wholly-owned subsidiary of
Asia’s RIL, had raised a total of
X1.52-lakh crore from global
financial and strategic in-
vestors, including Facebook,
Silver Lake, Vista Equity Part-
ners, General Atlantic, KKR
Mubadala and Google.

Earlier in April, following
the X43,574-crore Facebook-Jio
Platforms deal, Mukesh Am-

bani clawed back to his posi-
tion as Asia’s richest man,
which he had lost to Chinese
technology giant Alibaba’s
founder, JackMa, in March.

Berkshire Hathaway CEO
Warren Buffett with a net-
worth of $80 billion ranks
sixth in Hurun Research’s
global rich list, followed by
Former Microsoft CEO Steve
Ballmer ($78 billion) and
Google co-founder Sergey Brin
($69 billion) in seventh and
eighth positions.

Google co-founder Larry
Page was ranked ninth with a
networth of $68 billion and
Spanish businessman and
founder and former chairman
of Inditex fashion group
Amancio Ortega Gaona came
in 10th with a networth of $66
billion.

TV importsin ‘restricted category’: Picture on benefits still hazy

Mumbai, August 9

While the Centre’s move to put
imported colour TVs in the re-
stricted category can provide a
fillip to local manufacturing,
this implies that companies
will still import components.

According to industry es-
timates, 70-80 per cent of the
components that go into mak-
ing a TV are still imported and
the domestic production of
TVs even after restricting im-
ports of completely built units
is equivalent to importing 70-
80 per cent high-value parts,
and merely assemblingitin In-
dia..

“There is a possibility of do-
mestic producers exploiting
this, this needs to be closely
monitored by regulatory au-
thorities. Starting from India’s

Independence right until the
early nineties, most Indian in-
dustries ranging from auto-
mobiles to steel, telecom to air-
import

lines, exploited
barriers to
maintain  vir- % 1
tual monopol- I’
ies and offer =
shoddy
products and
services to gen-
erations of In-
dians. We have
to be watchful
of this,” Lloyd Mathias, Busi-
ness Strategist and Angel In-
vestor, told BusinessLine.

However, this
is not to say this move doesn’t
have benefits. Mathias said

thatimportbarriers area good
way to encourage local manu-
facturing.

manufacturing. This move will
surely boost electronic manu-
facturing in India which grew
from $29 billion in 2014 to $70
billion in 2019, he added.
The Indian colour TV in-
dustry is predominantly an as-
sembly industry rather than a

manufacturing one, with
most players importing semi-
finished goods and assem-
bling domestically, said Isha
Chaudhary, Director, CRISIL Re-
search.

“Major players in the in-
dustry are expected to apply
for licence to import colour TV
rather than putting up manu-
facturing units for higher
screen sizes as the cost out-
weigh benefits. Smaller on-
line-focussed players are ex-
pected to take a hit as they
used to import completely
built units and sell online,” she
explained.

As a first move, this is in the
right direction, but there is a
long way to go in ensuring do-
mestic manufacturing, said
Avneet Singh Marwah, CEO, Su-
per Plastronics Pvt Ltd, (SPPL)

and India Brand Licensee,
Thomson TV.

Import restrictions can have
an impact on quality, impro-
visation and innovation of
products. They can also in-
crease prices and this is
already happening, he said. TV
panel prices have already gone
up by 60 per cent,compared to
two months back.
